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Davide Rebellin has had a good 
turn of form in this early season. 

The Gerolsteiner rider is the captain of a 
young team. After several brushes with 

victory at Paris-Nice, Rebellin sealed 
the deal in this year’s edition. Strong 

results on the climbs followed by even 
stronger descending skills put Rebellin 

into the yellow leader’s jersey. With that 
win Rebellin was put on the short list of 

potential winner for Milan-San Remo. As 
usual the fireworks occurred on the Poggio. 
However CSC’s Fabian Cancellara attacked 
three kilometers from the finish and soloed 

to victory. Rebellin sprinted in for a solid 
fourth place. With the spring campaign 
almost over, Rebellin is now focused on 
the Olympics and the Worlds in Italy. If 

he continues to ride like he has look for a 
strong performance in both those events.
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
